Management Company: After a brief discussion, Board members tabled the item pending HOA revenue stabilization. M/S/C unanimously to approve
Transfer Fee: Al met with Susan Wood regarding the objective of the transfer fee. Susan has agreed to recruit other members to help with door-to-door canvassing/polling. Al & Susan are scheduled to meet again on Monday, September 13th. Additional discussion at the October Annual Meeting was suggested.
Annual Meeting: October 17, 2021 – The Annual Meeting will be held via Zoom. Mike reviewed the poll feature for voting. Board member selection will require a separate ballot for positions President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. Nominations for officer positions must be submitted to the Board not later than October 1st. Maureen has volunteered to work on the budget for the meeting. Board recommendations for both the budget and annual dues is needed. Absentee and proxy ballots are needed. Members not in good standing will not be allowed to participate in the meeting or vote in the election. 
Welcome Letter: Marlyn Dinsmore, Darlene Livermore & Maureen Pointer drafted a welcome letter to new homeowners. Marlyn and Maureen will conduct welcome visits. Marlyn summarized the need for a welcome letter and visit with new homeowners. M/S/C unanimously to approve 

Good of the Order: 

Taraza Lawrence expressed her concerns regarding homeowners not living at the home, and renters voting on the transfer fee. Taraza was assured that homeowners with renters would be mailed a ballot for voting. Taraza also inquired as to the term for Board officers, which is January – December.
